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Problem Description:

It would be desirable to record “clusters” of concepts as part of a “classification_scheme” (rename as “concept_system”).  Such clusters are useful when partitioning large collections of clusters.  

Note that such clusters may overlap (i.e., the graph is a directed acyclic graph rather than a simple tree). 
Proposal:

It is proposed to add a “in_cluster”  as a new association among “classification_scheme_items”.  We will also need to have a new “classification_scheme_item_type”, namely a “cluster_item_type”.    We may need multiple “cluster_types” to reflect the type of “classification_scheme_items” being clustered.
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
