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Problem Description:

We presently have no means of specifying cardinality constraints (min, max cardinality) for the ends of  relationships (actually these should be “relationship_types”).

Proposal:

This issue has already been addressed, effectively, in the proposal for Issue 138:

· The Relationship_Type class has been given attributes “maxCardinality” and “minCardinality”, which convey cardinalityconstraints on the “object” end of a relationship.

· Cardinality constraints in the opposite direction can be conveyed using the same attributes of the inverse relationship type.

The range of both attributes is int; unbounded cardinality is conveyed by ommission of the attribute (i.e., a null value).
