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Problem Description:


“Rule_templates” are parameterized descriptions of recurring rule “patterns” in an ontology (a set of formal axioms).  We would like to register such “rule_templates” in the metadata registry.  Rule templates are used to characterize a cluster of rules in the ontology.
Proposal:


Create a subclass of “administered_item”  called “rule_template_set”.  A “rule_template_set” is similar to an axiom module (see Issue 148).  Hence, it will also have the following attributes:   “rule_template_set_content”,  “rule_template_set_url”, “rule_template_set_notation”.
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Issues:


Should we record the parameters for the rule template (by position? or by name?) and some typing information for each parameter?
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
